Az part of the Indizn Relocation Act of 1956, the Bureau of Indian Affairs had
promized good jobs to Mative Americans who lef faderalbeosubeidizad lands. So,
the Nfankiller family headed west for San Francizco, where Wilkma's father would
wark in @ warehouza, “T ramember 22 we drove to the train, T falt so 2ad” Wilna
Iankilier told the New Fork Timeer in 1903, °T was trying to memarize every tree,
and wheat the school looked like, which flovers were blooming in nry grandfather’s
fromt vard, 211 those sort: of things ™ Over a century earlier, hfankillen’s ancestars
had walked the Trail of Tears, leaving their anceswal lands to st in “Indian
Territary.” Mfamiciller saw 2 paralle]l with bar family’s relocation.

In Califormia, hJfepkiller married ber firmt hoshand, an accomstant named
Hector Hugo (Haya de Bardi, at the age of 18, The pair had two daushters, and by
the time she waz 20, it seemed 2= thowsh ankiller had settled imto the role of a
honzsnife. Befors long, however, she harame, sepiwp, o the warest of the 1960s.
Axnd witmessing social activism would change the course of Ilankillesiz life.

In Ifppoemaber, 19469, 2 gproup called Indians of All Tribes lmded in San
Francisco. The activists occupied Alcatraz Island to bring attention to \Iatne
American izspes. Wilma hJankiller joined the demonstration and
inspired, by what she wimessad. At the time, it was the first mtertribal protest to
bring national attemtion to Mative American rights. “When Alcatraz oconred™
Mankilier szid, “T became aware of what needed to be done to ket the rest of the
warld know that Indians had rights, oo

“T had felt there was something wromg with me because T wasn't hapoy
being 2 traditional housewife,” hJapkiller told the New Fork Tiwees. “T started
listening to what these people were saying. What Alcstraz did for me was, it
enabled me to 3ee people whe feit like I did, but could amiculate it nuch better. We
can do something about the fact that freaties are no longer recognized, that thers
neads to be better education and heslth cara™

Inzpired by the Alcatraz ocoapation and by the women's movemest, TWilma

ilher became divactor of the Mative American Youth Canter in Oakland And
in the 1970s, she retamed home to Cklshoms, where she contireed her activizm
wark When Wilms Mapkiller, amived in Bell, Oklshoms, she leamed that
