It's back
to the old, inefficient model Right now their activities outside of sales and
profit are smaller and smaller. The action we see is far away fom where it
should be.

C. 5o many of us have bought a cheap dress or shirt, only for it fo be worm once
(if at all) and consizned to the back of the closet. Perhaps you've even bought a
pair of shoes, just to realize you already had a very similar pair at home. Even
worse, somedimes the article falls apart after ome wash, and it ends up in the
trach. These shared experiences with so-called “fast fashion” often come with
zuilt - not just for the momey spent, but also becamse it emcowrages the
mmethical mestment of workers, and adds fo the waste unwanted clothes create
ox our planst.

mammfactarers, it's cheaper not to bother with them But for consumers, it's
mmch micer to have a skirt or dress with pockets.
